Dear parents and carers,

The children have worked so hard this year, and they have developed their learning mindset. It has been a pleasure to see how they have matured during their time in Year 2.
In RE, the children will be thinking about the promise Jesus kept at Pentecost to complete the topic of Pentecost and Mission. Then, the final RE topic in Year 2 will be Sacraments, with a focus on the sacraments of baptism and marriage.
In reading, the children will read independent texts and their Reading Anthology to develop their skills when answering retrieval questions and make predictions based on what they have read. The children will practice reading with expression and finding out the meaning of unfamiliar words.
In writing, the children will be using the skills they have been taught this year, including character and setting descriptions, story recounts, non-chronological reports and diary entries. The children will continue to practise their editing skills to improve their content and the accuracy of punctuation in their writing.
In maths, the children will learn about statistics, using a tally and interpreting tables, and position and direction. We will also be revisiting the Year 2 maths content to recap and embed their prior learning. 
In class, the children will continue to practise telling the time past the hour and to the hour in five-minute intervals. Please continue to practise at home too so they can demonstrate their time telling skills to earn their own analogue watch to wear to school. 
Please remember to read daily with your child and complete the reading challenge. Daily reading will ensure your child has the best start in life.
